DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY - Today is the Sunday in the Octave of Easter and also Divine Mercy Sunday. The
Feast of Mercy is a Celebration and a Summation of God's Merciful Love. The Triduum of Holy Week, along with
the entire Easter season, focuses on various aspects of the paschal mystery. Holy Thursday celebrates the Mass of
the Chrism and the evening Mass of the Mandatum - the washing of the feet of the disciples, ordination to the
priesthood, the institution of the Eucharist, and the last discourse of Our Lord promising the sending of the Holy
Spirit. Good Friday commemorates the passion and death of Jesus on the cross. The Easter vigil, the pinnacle of the
paschal mystery, celebrates the fulfillment of the prophecies of the Redeemer who is our light and salvation, bringing
us new life by water and the Holy Spirit. The Easter season continues this celebration, leading to the Ascension of
the Lord and to Pentecost - the fulfillment of the promise to send the Holy Spirit.

The Feast of Mercy, which we celebrate today, focuses on God's mercy as an event! It focuses on God's continuing
action of mercy throughout salvation history as we see it recorded in the letter to the Romans, chapters 9, 10,11,

culminating in His loving plan to have mercy on alll (See Rom 11:32.) This Feast is a summation of the event to His
mercy active in our lives now. It is because of His mercy that we have forgiveness of sin and new life as children of

God.

THE FABULOUS CONCERT OF JORDI SAVALL SOON! — As you know, we have been very honored

in the last two years to host the Tallis Scholars. They are a spectacular world-renowned choir and those concerts
were big successes. This year we are honored to welcome another world-renowned musician, Jordi Savall and
Hesperion XXI, who will be presenting “La Nouve Musiche: The Baroque Revolution (1560-1660) on Sunday,
April 14 at 7:30 p.m. This is truly an extraordinary opportunity for our parish to host these extraordinary
musicians.

WE CERTAINLY MISS THE CHIMES — As I informed you several weeks ago, our chimes in the tower are no
longer functional and cannot be repaired using the current mechanical system. Parts are simply no longer being
made for it. For the last few years we actually had parts made especially for it. However, I've now been informed
that the mechanical system is simply beyond repair at this point.

HOWEVER, the good news is that the company which installed it and maintained it was sold to another company
which is committed to keeping our Deegan Chimes in operation but using a more modern digital system. This is a
combination of the best of both worlds; we still get to use our original chimes (from 1927) but they will be operated
by a new digital system. The cost is going to be approximately $68,000. But already parishioners have come forward
to help. One particularly generous parishioner has offered to double all donations up to $34,000. This would mean
that we would have the entire amount and in a much faster time. If you would like to donate to this project, simply
write your check to “St. Andrew Church” and put “chimes” on the memo pad. Hopefully we can get the wonderful
sound of our chimes ringing once again in the near future. Thank you!

THE LITURGICAL SEASON

Today is the Octave Day of Easter; it is also reckoned as
the Second Sunday of Easter. But what is an “octave” in
the context of the liturgical calendar? The oczave is the
“eighth day”—a day standing outside the natural seven
days of the week, a day standing outside the natural order
of things. But why?

To more closely examine this idea, we must look back to
the role which the number seven plays in Jewish thinking
about time and specifically the cycle of the year. For them,
the number seven figures prominently as a sign of
perfection. The seventh day is the Sabbath; the seventh
month is sacred; the seventh year is the sabbatical year
(whence comes our modern use of the term). The jubilee
year came at the year seven times seven; the paschal feast
lasted seven days; the Jewish feast of Pentecost was seven
times seven days after the Pasch; there are many more
examples, but these will suffice to demonstrate the
importance of the number seven in Jewish life and
worship.

Now what of the eighth day? While nowhere near as
important, the octave day did have some import:
circumcision took place on the eighth day; the Feast of
Booths (Tabernacles) had an octave day that was solemn;
the eighth day was a day of certain sacrifices, and on the
eighth day the feast of the dedication of Solomon’s temple
concluded. But Jesus rose on the eighth day; the day
outside of the natural order, the day where the
supernatural supervenes the normal course of events to
provide a gift that is utterly beyond the natural: the gift of
grace, of new life in Christ, and eternal life with him after
this life ends.

In this Sunday’s Gospel reading, we hear of one incident
after that Greatest of all events, when the resurrected Lord
comes among the apostles and shows his wounds. It turns
out that St. Thomas, the one called “Didymus” (or
“Twin”) was absent, and came to doubt the Lord’s
presence. After the Lord appears to him and after he puts
his hands in in Jesus’s wounds, Thomas came to believe
and confess: “My Lord and my God!” It is a traditional
and holy practice to use his words at the consecration,
silently or softly, to acknowledge and adore our risen
Lord, truly present before us, after the Consecration.

A joyous and happy Eastertide to all. In the words of the
ancient and first Easter greeting among the earliest
Christians: SURREXIT CHRISTUS—SURREXIT
CHRISTUS VERE! THE LORD HAS RISEN—THE
LORD HAS RISEN INDEED!

LA TEMPORADA LITURGICA

Hoy es el Dia de la Octava de Pascua; también se
considera el segundo domingo de Pascua. Pero ¢qué es
una “octava” en el contexto del calendario liturgico? La
octava es el “octavo dia”, un dia que estd fuera de los siete
dfas naturales de la semana, un dia que esta fuera del
orden natural de las cosas. ¢Pero por quér

Para examinar mas de cerca esta idea, debemos recordar el
papel que juega el numero siete en el pensamiento judio
sobre el tiempo y especificamente el ciclo del afio. Para
ellos, el numero siete ocupa un lugar destacado como
signo de perfeccion. El séptimo dia es el sabado; el
séptimo mes es sagrado; el séptimo aflo es el afio sabatico
(de donde viene nuestro uso moderno del término). El
afio del jubileo llegd en el afio siete veces siete; la fiesta
pascual durd siete dfas; la fiesta judia de Pentecostés era
siete veces siete dias después de la Pascua; Hay muchos
mas ejemplos, pero estos seran suficientes para demostrar
la importancia del numero siete en la vida y el culto judios.

Ahora ¢qué pasa con el octavo dia? Aunque no era tan
importante, el dfa de la octava si tenia cierta importancia:
la circuncision se llevaba a cabo el octavo dia; la Fiesta de
las Tiendas (Tabernaculos) tenfa una octava de dia que era
solemne; el octavo dia era un dfa de ciertos sacrificios, y en
el octavo dia concluia la fiesta de la dedicacién del templo
de Salomon. Pero Jesus resucit6 al octavo dia; el dia fuera
del orden natural, el dia donde lo sobrenatural sobreviene
el curso normal de los acontecimientos para proporcionar
un regalo que estd completamente més alla de lo natural: el
regalo de la gracia, de la vida nueva en Cristo y la vida
eterna con €l después de que esta vida termine. .

En la lectura del Evangelio de este domingo, escuchamos
de un incidente después del mas grande de todos los
eventos, cuando el Sefior resucitado viene entre los
apostoles y muestra sus heridas. Resulta que Santo Tomas,
el lamado “Didimo” (o “Gemelo”) estaba ausente, y llegd
a dudar de la presencia del Sefior. Después de que el Sefior
se le apareci6 y después de que puso sus manos en las
llagas de Jesus, Tomas llegd a creer y confesar: “{Sefior
mio y Dios mio!” Es una practica tradicional y santa
utilizar sus palabras en la consagracion, en silencio o en
voz baja, para reconocer y adorar a nuestro Sefior
resucitado, verdaderamente presente ante nosotros,
después de la Consagracion.

Una alegre y feliz Pascua para todos. En palabras del
antiguo y primer saludo pascual entre los primeros
cristianos: SURREXIT CHRISTUS—SURREXIT
CHRISTUS VERE! EL. SENOR HA RESUCITADO:
